The Boy of a Thousand Faces, by Brian Selznick (JF SELZ, B)
Obsessed with horror films, ten-year-old Alonzo dreams of transforming himself into "The Boy of a
Thousand Faces" and gets his wish in an unexpected way.

Camp Murderface, by Saundra Mitchell (JF MITC, S)

Camp Sweetwater is finally reopening, three decades after it mysteriously shut down. But before
campers can so much as toast one marshmallow, strange happenings start...happening. Can they
survive the summer? Or will Camp Sweetwater shut down for good this time—with them inside?

Case File 13 series, by ] Scott Savage (JF SAVA, )

Nick, Carter, and Angelo are obsessed with all things monster. And every Halloween they get to show
off their monster-knowledge with elaborate homemade costumes. But this year, a surprise trip to the
house of an aunt who may have been a voodoo queen throws a major wrench into the boys’ Halloween
plans and lands Nick with a cursed amulet that turns him into a real, live (well, undead) zombie.

Doll Bones, by Holly Black (JF BLAC, H)

Zach, Poppy, and Alice have been friends forever. And for almost as long, they’ve been playing one
continuous, ever-changing game of pirates and thieves, mermaids and warriors. Ruling over all is the
Great Queen, a bone-china doll cursing those who displease her. They are in middle school now, and
their friendship might be over, until Poppy declares she’s been having dreams about the Queen—and
the ghost of a girl who will not rest until the bone-china doll is buried in her empty grave.

Last Kids on Earth series, by Max Brallier (JF BRAL, M)

Ever since the monster apocalypse hit town, average thirteen year old Jack Sullivan has been living in
his tree house, which he's armed to the teeth with catapults and a moat, not to mention video games
and an endless supply of Oreos and Mountain Dew. But Jack alone is no match for the hordes of
Zombies and Winged Wretches and Vine Thingies, and especially not for the eerily intelligent monster
known only as Blarg. So Jack builds a team. With their help, Jack is going to slay Blarg, achieve the
ultimate Feat of Apocalyptic Success, and be average no longer!

Malamander series, by Thomas Taylor (JF TAYL, T)

It's winter in the town of Eerie-on-Sea, where the mist is thick and the salt spray is rattling the
windows of the Grand Nautilus Hotel. Inside, young Herbert Lemon, Lost and Founder for the hotel,
has an unexpected visitor. It seems that Violet Parma, a fearless girl around his age, lost her parents at
the hotel when she was a baby, and she's sure that the nervous Herbert is the only person who can
help her find them.
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Monstrous, by MarcyKate Connolly (JF CONN, M)

As she begins to read the slender
volume, Ollie discovers a chilling story about a girl named Beth, the two brothers who both loved her,
and a peculiar deal made with "the smiling man," a sinister specter who grants your most tightly held
wish, but only for the ultimate price. The next day, on a school trip she stumbles on the graves of the
very people she’s been reading about. Could it be that the story is true?

Where the Woods End, by Charlotte Salter (JF SALT, C)
